(DON’T list each picture.  Summarize how you think they fit together: what’s the common theme or ideas shared by the section’s illustrations?)
Math:

Write down any mathematical expressions or 




formulas you encounter in the chapter.  




Identify the variables used and include units. 
Summary:
Using 2 or 3 complete sentences, summarize what you believe each section in the chapter to be about.
