General Guidelines on Prep World History Assignments

Weekly research and note taking assignments to reinforce main ideas and key terms

Weekly 1-5 informal written responses from journal entry assignments 

Weekly some combination of drawings, creative written expression, timeline entries, graphic organizers, charts, chapter review questions, visual presentation of understanding

Monthly 1 formal position paper developed and revised writing assignment from research (some can be substituted w/project)

Monthly 1 Visual/project creation (recommended, especially for visual/artistic folk)

Monthly work on timeline or other “mapping” project to be completed at the semester

Monthly work on semester-long research paper

Semesterly some practice with test taking

Semesterly connections between social studies and the greater world 

The student edition of this text has a plethora of options for assigning work to students to review understanding.  These assessment activities are located throughout the chapters, at the end of each section and at the end of each chapter.  Additionally, the teacher edition has really excellent suggested follow up assignments and some great critical thinking topics and prompts.  The easiest way to assign work from this text will be to work with your student to see which types of comprehension and which types of critical thinking activities are most beneficial to him/her for reinforcing and inspiring further, supplemental research on a topic.  Some students will work best when they are assigned weekly assignments that involve using and analyzing visuals graphic organizers while other students will learn best when they are assigned questions that require longer, more thorough written responses.  Work with each of your students to find a pattern of questions to assign that will work best for him/her.  The table at the end of this outline indicates a general idea of how much and how often you should be assigning some of the different types of assignments that will result in portfolio elements being completed by the semester’s end.  Additionally, it identifies very detailed information about which specific types of problems you could assign on a regular basis for both the student edition and the teacher edition of the text. It should be noted that this outline only refers to assignment resources from the text.  Students will be expected to consult additional resources while completing critical response papers and a semester research paper once the information from the text has been digested.  Do not double-assign when students are completing supplemental research.  Continue to assign similar types of assignments whenever possible but the text should be viewed as only one of many resources available for delving into social studies content.  This text does a great job of aligning all topics it covers with works of literature, art and architecture so finding connections to the outside world and world history is very manageable.
