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The Raven

Thesis statement:
Due to Edgar Allan Poe’s reputation as a writer, I can also suspect that perhaps this man murdered his lover, and is feeling guilt—of course this as well could drive him to insanity and possible hallucination.

Topic sentence 1:
The man is slightly insane from the loss of his apparent lover, Lenore, and is imagining the Raven to be sent from some higher power, answering with the solemn “nevermore.” What does the “nevermore” mean?  He is longing for answers about Lenore, and found the bird perched on his windowsill to be the answer-giver. What answer is he looking for? What answers does the raven give?
Topic sentence 2: 
The man is already in a depressing mood, lost over Lenore’s absence. When one has had extreme emotional turmoil, their mental health can be disturbed. 

Topic sentence 3:

What about the ending of the story? If the man did kill his wife, what was the outcome?
