· Each Semester, a student should read 4 novels (or the equivalent, such as poetry, short story or drama units), all with writing components

· Extra novels with accepted syllabi/project can be assigned if needed

· Students keep a vocabulary journal of assigned vocabulary and personal vocabulary

· Students should have access to a grammar/writing resource that can be assigned as needed for review
· The following is the pacing built in to the Oak Meadow lessons, 1 lesson per week. Depending on the grade level, some weeks have additional reading or grammar assignments added
· All poetry, essays, and speeches assigned are included in the student syllabus in the appendix
· The syllabus does not include a midterm or a final 
· ISTs and students should also ensure that the minimum assignments are assigned and completed according to portfolio submission requirements
