ENGLISH 11 & AMERICAN LIT—College Prep

Explanation Sheet

Students will read works of American writers and view works of American artists in terms of literary, political, and cultural perspectives.  Emphasis in the writing process is on the essay form, research and documentation, analysis of themes in American literature and resumé format.

1. Students will show evidence of completing daily analytical writings on many forms of literature including: thematically linked poetry essays, dramatic literature, short fiction, and other cultural arts. 

2. Students will read and analyze at least four core literature books (see attached book list).
3. Students will show evidence of reading 2 additional novels, and completing accompanying book projects.

4. College prep courses should require extensive reading of poetry, prose, plays and novels chosen from a variety of historical periods and styles. 

5.  Students will complete various 600-800 word compositions and at least three 5-10 page essays in a variety of the following essay types: expository, autobiographical incident, interpretive essay, observational essay, cause & effect, reflective, evaluative, persuasive. 

6. American Literature is typically an 11th grade English course and students will be expected to complete a literary analysis paper and an extensive research paper with bibliography. The curriculum must emphasize advanced critical analysis and interpretation in order to develop sophisticated written arguments about assigned literature. 

7. Students will frequently write papers averaging 3-5 pages in length. This writing should emphasize the stages of composing sustained arguments based on detailed textual analysis: pre-writing, drafting, revising. 

8. Students will learn to work individually and collaboratively on written, oral, dramatic, presentation and/or artistic projects.  

9. Grammar, vocabulary, spelling and public speaking skills will be taught in context and generally practiced within other assignments.
