Current Events Review and Analysis

- Students look for topics related to domestic or international political, social, or economic issues.

-Students choose an issue, and follow how it develops over a period of days, weeks, or months. 

-Students locate, use and review several sources (newspapers, magazines, 

 TV news, internet) that carry information about the particular news 

 item and contain reports from different points of view. 

-Students review, analyze, and report on the factual content of the current 

 event, and respond with personal reflections and ideas. Include any pertinent background information. 

For students with different learning styles:

A student could draw a political cartoon on a current events topic. Students may have other ideas, like reporting on a protest they went to, or an interview they did with a local official. Please check with the Department Chair if considering alternate assignments.
