· Our main office is located in Santa Rosa, Sonoma County.  As provided for in Charter School Law, our students may reside in Sonoma county and any county bordering Sonoma county.    We currently enroll students from Sonoma, Lake, Marin, Napa, and Solano counties.

· Staff assignments are based out of each of our four main geographic areas:  Santa Rosa, Benicia, Middletown & Napa.  Each of these cities serves as a point of contact for staff meetings and school services to students and parents.

· Resource Centers in Santa Rosa and Benicia are staffed 5 days a week.  Classes in Middletown are conducted Monday through Thursday
